Must present proof of at least 50 hours of community service for the 12-month period
preceding the application.

Must present proof of at least 40 hours of community service for the 12-month period
preceding the application.

o Must present proof of at least 30 hours of community service for the 12-month period
preceding the application.
o Must be active in Youth Ministry or other ministries within The Mount.

Youth Café Scholarships (Non-Renewable Award Amount Varies)
This scholarship is awarded to those youth who are graduates from the Youth Café Entrepreneur Program.
e Requirements

Family Background - include parental/household make-up, siblings, parental support, problems
Future Goals - include career goals, employment, college choice, college major, continuing
education (graduate/professional schools)

Life Changes - drastic changes, both positive and challenging, in your life (i.e. economic hardship,
illness/disease, change of address/school, separation and/or divorce)

Please, answer this question within your video: If a book was written about your life what
would the title be and why?

Practice your answers.

Look at the camera when filming and not at the screen.
Remember to dress appropriately.

Think about your timing.

Stay Calm.

Don’t let mistakes throw you off.
